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2The admission to all classes is governed by the following terms 

of agreement between the Management of the College and the 

Government of Kerala.

a. 	 A fifty percent of the seats will be filled by open selection on the 

basis of merit.

b. 	 A ten percent of the seats will be reserved for the Catholic students 

of the Archdiocese of Changanassery. The seats will be filled 

strictly on the basis of merit.

c. 	 A twenty percent of the total number of seats shall be reserved 

for the students belonging to the SC/ST/OEC/OBC. Preference 

will be in the given order.

d. 	 The remaining 20% seats will be filled by Management quota.

e. 	 A three percent of the seats in all the courses may be reserved 

for students with disabilities.

The Management of the College appoints a committee every 

year  for the purpose of selection of students under (d) above. 

The committee makes the selection giving special weightage to 

educationally backward areas and low-income groups.

The selection of the students under (a) to (c) above will be 

governed by the Admission rules of Mahatma Gandhi University, 

Kottayam.

ADMISSION 

NORMS
Any application for admission should be submitted in the 

prescribed form available in the college office.

No student will be enrolled or allowed to attend any class until 

the fees due from him/her has been paid.

Any candidate who is found to have secured admission by false 

representations will be sent away forthwith and he/she shall forfeit 

whatever fees he/she has remitted.

All candidates seeking admission must present at the time of 

admission the transfer certificate from the school/college they last 

attended along with, conduct and course certificates. Students from other 

universities must produce:

	 a.	The migration certificate from the university under which they 

last  studied.

	 b.	A university certificate qualifying them for admission to the 

course.

A student applying for any certificate shall furnish the following 

details for easy identification and a fee of Rs.10/- should accompany 

the application.

GUIDELINES
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If the certificates are to be sent by post, a self-addressed stamped 

envelope should accompany the application.

No certificate will be issued to those who have to pay any dues to 

the college. A duplicate TC will not be issued unless there is a certificate 

from an officer ordinarily not below the rank of a First Class Magistrate 

to the effect that the TC has been lost irrecoverably.

The conduct certificate is a document, which the student has to 

earn. It will be issued only after scrutiny.

Students should come to class in time before their 

attendance is taken. They should not leave the classroom nor 

should late comers enter without the permission of the teacher 

in charge of the class.

For the purpose of attendance, all working days shall 

be counted as full days irrespective of the number of working 

hours.

No student shall absent himself/herself from a class 

without leave. Absence without leave from part of a session 

shall be treated as absence for a day.

The names of students absenting themselves for more 

Qualifying certificates submitted by the students on 

admission will be returned to them only on completion of their 

respective university examination. SSLC books, mark lists etc. 

have to be claimed within a year after leaving the college. The 

college office will not be responsible for any damage or loss to 

the certificates left unclaimed by the student.

ATTENDANCE & 
LEAVE OF ABSENCE

than 10 working days will be removed from the rolls. They may be re-

admitted at the discretion of the Principal.

A  late coming student shall lose a half a day’s attendance unless 

otherwise recommended by the teacher-in-charge of that class.

A student requiring leave for an hour for valid reasons may apply 

to the teacher in charge before that class begins.

If leave is required for more than one hour, the student must apply 

for it in the prescribed format to the Principal.

All serious cases of illness should be reported to the Principal 

through the guardian or the warden. In case of absence on account of 

illness, medical certificate may be called for.

An application for leave, which does not fully conform to the 

prescribed format will be rejected.

It is the duty of the student to enquire whether his/her application 

for leave has been sanctioned.

A student who absents himself/herself from a test paper, 

composition exercise or any other assignments shall not attend the class 

again until he/she writes the paper or 

exercise and submits it to the teacher concerned. Failure to do 

this shall involve loss of attendance.

The annual term certificate shall be issued only in respect of 

three terms of one academic year. But in special circumstances, such a 

certificate may be issued in respect of terms spread over more than one 

academic year.

The certificate shall not be issued unless a student has a three 

fourth of the attendance prescribed and he has completed his course of 

study to the satisfaction of the Principal.

The minimum attendance (75% of total working days of the year) 

is absolutely necessary for promotion and for admission to the University 

Examination.

Students whose attendance falls below this minimum shall have 

to apply for exemption through the Principal to the University. The 

chalan receipt for Rs.50/- shall accompany the application for exemption. 
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The reason for each day’s absence will have to be explained and in the 

case of absence due to illness, a medical certificate also will have to be 

submitted especially if one is absent for more than five working days 

at a stretch.

No application will be considedered unless the examination fee 

has been paid. Exemption will not be granted unless the Principal of 

the College recommends it. The Principal should also state against each 

period of absence whether a timely application for leave was submitted 

and leave granted at the time.

The attendance shall be marked at the beginning of each class 

whether lecture, practical, composition or tutorial, by the teacher in 

charge of the class.

A disciplinary action will be initiated against those who repeatedly 

absent themselves without sufficient grounds.

At the end of each term or at the beginning of the following term, 

a list will be put up on the general notice board showing the number of 

days of attendance gained by each student.

Students shall diligently examine this list and see that their 

attendance does not fall below the minimum percentage required for 

the year.

At the end of the course, the caution deposit will be refunded 
on receipt of application, after adjusting the dues, if any, on account 
of (1) loss of library books (2) recovery of fine for breaking laboratory 
equipment and (3) any other loss caused to the college.

Every student should get his/her caution deposit refunded within 
one month after the completion of his/her course (end of June) producing 
proper identification and fee receipt of the first instalment.

Fees will not be accepted on any day after 3 pm. For every 
payment made to the office, a receipt will be issued by the cashier and 
it should be produced, if any, when called upon to do so.

Mistakes, if any, on the receipts should be brought to the 
attention of the office immediately. Complaints made later will not be 
entertained.

1. 	 The tuition fee will be collected in three instalments in the months 
of June, October and January respectively. The first instalment of 
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fee including special fee will be collected  from the students of 
senior classes within a period of seven consecutive working days 
beginning the date of re-opening of the college. For junior classes, the 
instalments of tuition fee due till the date of admission with special 
fee and caution deposit will be collected on the date of admission.

2.	  Subsequent instalments will be collected on or before 7th consecutive 
working  day of the month concerned. The due dates for collection 
of fee for various classes will be published on the notice board.

3.	 A fine for late payment of tuition fees is Rs.5/- within 10 days from 
due date and Rs.10/- after that. If the fees and fine of an instalment 
are not paid before the last opportunity given for payment of that 
instalment, the name of the student will be removed from the  rolls 
of the college with effect from the date following the expiry of this 
period and if the student is re-admitted, he/she will get the benefit 
of attendence  only from the date of re-admission. Rs.50/- will have 
to be paid as re-admission fee.

4.	 The name of defaulters of an instalment will be published on the 
notice board immediately after the expiry of the last date fixed for 
payment. 

5. 	 Students who are admitted only for a term should pay one third of the 
tuition fee for  the year together with the full miscellaneous fees.

6. 	 In the case of casual students, all the fees due from them for the 
whole year may be collected at the time of their admission.

7. 	 Every student shall be liable to pay the prescribed fee for the whole 
term if during any  part of it his/her name is on the rolls of the 
college.

8. 	 Fees once remitted will not be refunded.

FEE CONCESSION

1. Bonafide poor students of backward communities, subject to the 
rules of Kerala State, are eligible for full fee concession. They will have 
to produce the necessary nativity certificate and certificate of income in 
the prescribed form.

2. Students belonging to Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, OEC 
including Kudumbi and converts from them are eligible for full fee 
concession, lumpsum grant for the purchase of books, actual boarding 

and lodging charges in College Hostels or other Government Hostels 
from time to time. (This oconcession shall be granted by the Harijan 
Welfare Department on applying with necessary certificates at the 
prescribed time).

3. KPCR Scholarship: Students of all communities except SC/ST &OBC 
are eligible for full fee concession including examination fees provided 
their family income is within the prescribed limit. Those who wish to 
avail themselves of this benefit have to submit their applications in the 
prescribed form at the time of admission. This scholarship has to be 
renewed yearly.

CAMPUS LIFE

The Staff, especially the Staff Council, will be in charge of ensuring 
discipline on the campus. The Staff Council will look into the grievances 
and complaints, if any, of the students and do their best to set things right. 
Students are, therefore, advised not to resort to any direct action or create 
disturbances on the campus on the pretext of any provocation. They 
may present their grievances in writing to the convener of the Student 
Affairs Committee. Any activitiy of the students or the staff that hinders 
the smooth conduct of classes and the maintenance of discipline of the 
college is prohibited on the campus as per the High Court Order.

COLLEGE EXAMINATIONS & TEST PAPERS

1. 	 There shall be a general examination at the end of each term.

2.	  In addition to these general examinations, special test papers will 
be given from time 	 to time at the discretion of the teachers after 
due notice is given to the students. As a rule there will be one test 
paper a month in every subject.

3. 	 Exemption from a general examination is granted only by the principal 
and application or such exemption must ordinarily be made in person. 
Before passing orders on the applications the Principal may consult 
the teachers concerned.

4. 	 In case of illness, the Principal may ask for a Medical Certificate.

5. 	 Any malpractice at the general or class examination will be punished 
with suspension from the College for periods upto a year.
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COLLEGE LIBRARY

1. 	 The College Library has four sections- General, Department, MBA 
Section &Digital.

	 The general library consists of a reading room (ground floor),a 
reference cum reading 	room (first floor) and a general stack (second 
floor on the first mezzanine floor). The libraries of the various 
departments are housed on the third and fourth floors. The third 
floor is the reading room and reference section for the postgraduate  
students and the fourth floor is the departmental stack.

2. 	 Only the staff and students of the college are members of the library. 
Students coming to library should show, if demanded, their identity 
cards to the library staff without which library service may be refused 
to them.

3. 	 Silence must be strictly observed in and around the library.

4. 	 Students are not allowed to take any book into the library. (A 
notebook may be taken into the reading rooms). They have to leave 
their books and umbrellas in the property counter at the entrance 
for which they shall get tokens from the counter assistant.

5. 	 Students are expected to co-operate with the staff.

6. 	 Each student is given two borrower’s cards from the General Library 
when he/she applies for them in the prescribed form. One book 
at a time may be borrowed against each card. When the book is 
returned to the library, the card will be given back. In addition each 
post graduate student may get three borrower’s cards and graduate 
students one card from the department library. 

7. 	 Students are expected to take care not to lose any card issued to 
them. A student to whom a card is issued will be responsibile for 
all the books borrowed against that card by anybody.

8. 	 Whenever a student has to get a no dues chit or a clearance certificate 
from the library he/she must have returned to the library all cards 
lent to him/her.

9.	  To borrow a book from the library, find out the required book 
yourself with the help of the library catalogue or with the assistance 
of the library staff, then make the necessary entries in the borrower’s 

card, in the book slip and in the ledger placed in the library. Then hand 
over the book to the library assistant who will imprint the due date on 
the date label and issue the book.

10. 	Members must, on receiving the books, examine them and report to 
the library staff 	 any damage found therein. If they fail to do so 
they will be held responsible for any damage detected afterwards.

11.	  A book borrowed should be returned on or before the date last marked 
on its date able. An overdue charge of Rs.1/- (Rupees One) will be levied 
for each day after the due date. When a book is returned late the member 
has to fill in and sign an overdue charges slip and submit it to the counter. 
The card will be returned to the borrower only after this. Once a book 
is issued it will not be taken back on the same or the next day.

12. 	Do not mark or underline in the books and periodicals belonging to 
the library or disfigure them in any other way.

13. 	If a book is damaged or lost by a member, he/she shall pay the cost for 
replacing the book. If a book is damaged from a set of several volumnes 
the borrower must replace it with a copy of the same edition. If it is not 
available he/she shall replace the whole  set.

14.	  Members are not allowed to sublend the cards or books issued to 
them.

15.	  All payments shall  be made to the College office. However, a contract 
slip must be signed and submitted to the library.

16. 	Reference books and journals will not be issued generally for use 
outside the library and if they are issued out with special permission 
for overnight reference, it shall be returned to the library the very next 
day as soon as the library opens. Otherwise an overdue charge of fifty 
paise for each hour of delay will be levied from the defaulter. 

17. 	When a borrowed book is lost by a member he/she must report the 
matter to the library, fill in the necessary forms and get back his/her 
card. Otherwise he/she will have to pay not only the cost of replacing 
the book but also the fine accumulating until the card is got back.

18. 	The librarian can refuse to issue the same books to the same borrower 
repeatedly 	 if it is necessary to prevent the monopolisation of a book 
required by many.
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19. 	Rare books, books of very high cost, art books etc. may not be issued 
for use outside the library.

20.	  Books are issued to the members of the staff when they make the 
necessary entries in the ledger maintained for them.

21.	 The maximum number of books a teacher may take from the library 
at a time will be fifteen from the general library.

22. 	Teachers/Non-teaching staff who borrow books from the library 
will have to return them within 14 days. Thereafter a fine will be 
collected as per government norms. (Rs.1 per book per day).

23.	  All books borrowed must be returned to the library every year before 
the last day of April for checking and verification.

24. 	The librarian can recall from a borrower any book at any time.
25. 	All services of the library may be suspended to any one violating 

the rules of the library.
26. 	Digital and online services are available to the users. Twenty four 

Computer Terminals are available on a first come first serve basis.

1. 	 The Hon’ble High Court of Kerala, through its Judgement on 29-
09-2000 in  the St Berchmans College case, has permitted the College 
to “conduct election 	  to the College Union in the College as per 
Parliam entary System of practice”.

2. 	 The Hon’ble High Court of Kerala has declared in the St Thomas 
College Case  Judgement dated 26-05-2003 that the Educational 
institution has the right to 	  prohibit political activities on the campus 
and forbid students from organising or attending meetings other than the 
official ones within the College campus. 	  The relevant part of the 
judgement is quoted below:-

“We are of the view that guideline (9) banning political activities 
within the campus and forbidding the students from organising or 
attending meetings other that the official ones within the campus is 
not designed to prohibit any of the fundamental rights of the students 
guaranteed under Article 19 (1) (a) or 19 (1) (c). It is not a total prohibition 
of any fundamental right, but only a reasoable restriction confined to 
college campus and the code of conduct cannot be flouted in the name 
of any other freedom or the rights guaranteed under Article 19 (1) (a) 
or 19 (1) (c). Once students are admitted to an educational institution 
they are bound by the code of conduct laid down by the educational 
institutions through the prospectus or College calendar and it is implicit 
that they should observe the code of conduct necessary for the proper 
administration and management of the institution. Restrictions are 
only reasonable and designed to promote discipline in the educational 
institution so that the objectives of the educational institution could 
be achieved and the wisdom of laying down those restrictions cannot 
be challenged by the student after getting admitted to the educational 
institution. The right to admission not being absolute there could be 
regulatory measures for ensuring educational standards and maintaining 
excellence in education. Rules are made for maintaining discipline in the 
educational institution which is applicable equally to the management, 
teaching staff, non-teaching staff and the student community as a whole 
for its proper functioning. Clause 9 of the General Discipline laid down 
by St Thomas College, Palai does not violate Article 19(1)(a) or 19 (1)(c)  
of the Constitution of India and therefore liable to be upheld. In other 
words, those restrictions are for the proper functioning of the educational 
institution itself,.
